Sweetie, super-sweet red, 1-1.5” cherry

Juliet, hybrid, red “grape” tomato 

Sunsugar, brilliant orange hybrid cherry – very sweet!  

Black Cherry, dark purple, rich flavored cherry tomato

White Cherry, pale ivory, sweet cherry tomato

Patio, Dwarf variety, great for pots. Medium size rounded red tomatoes.

Early Girl, heavy yields of smallish, early, tasty red tomatoes 

Oregon Spring, short plant, medium- small, almost seedless red fruit

Italian Sweet, large luscious red beefsteak heirloom

Big Beef, dependable & productive, tasty red hybrid beefsteak

Amish Paste, heirloom ox-heart style paste tomato, meaty with few seeds
San Marzano, Italian heirloom paste, great for sauce

Brandywine, lg. pink heirloom beefsteak, with winy, rich flavor

Cosmonaut Volkov, round, red medium heirloom with great tomato flavor

Roma, productive plum tomato, good for paste and sauce
Cherokee Purple, lg. dusky purple heirloom with smoky, full flavor 

Pineapple, up to 2-lb., red/yellow bicolor heirloom, sweet fruity taste
Dad’s Sunset, large orange flavorful heirloom with high yields

Garden Peach, small pale yellow, fuzzy heirloom –low acidity

Aunt Ruby’s German Green, green/yellow heirloom, very sweet

Green Zebra, small striped yellow & green heirloom, rich tomatoey taste

Verde Puebla Tomatillo, tomatillo for salsa verde

SWEET PEPPERS

New Ace, hybrid red bell, good production of 3-walled peppers

Carmen, 6” long, tapered sweet red ethnic pepper

Gourmet Orange, thick-walled hybrid bell

Flavorburst, yellow thick-walled hybrid bell

Bounty Sweet Banana, hybrid, mild yellow banana pepper, huge yields

Chocolate Beauty, shiny bell turns chocolate-colored from green 

HOT PEPPERS

Jalapeno, 3” medium-hot peppers can be eaten green or red 

Maya Habanero, turn from orange to red: “scotch bonnets” – hottest of all

Thai Hot, small compact plant covered in tiny, very spicy peppers

Ancho Poblano, medium hot, larger peppers, good for stuffing, dark green

Snowy, long, thin, white, productive Asian variety

Big Smile Sunflower^, early to mid-summer, 10-24” plant, 3-6” yellow flower with brown center(a)

Starburst Sunflower^, mid-summer, 48-60” plant, with lemon-yellow, 3-4” double blooms (a)
